Hello Chanelle, 
 
Please see below the outstanding matters related to groundwater diversion. Could you outline a timeframe for 
responding to the below list. 
 
Our peer reviewer Beca has undertaken a review of the Coffey letter report dated 31 August 2016. We 
consider this response has not fully answered our s92 further information request. The following matters 
are outstanding: 
 

1. The Coffey report concludes that total settlements at the northern site boundary will be of the order 
of 20mm to 35mm, and of the order of 40mm to 50mm at the western boundary. An assessment 
needs to be undertaken of what the effect of the anticipated settlements would be on the existing 
structures that will likely be affected by these settlements, including the building under construction 
at 16 Lakewood Court. This should include an assessment of tensile strains and categorization of 
damage by a qualified structural engineer.  

 
2. Identify the retaining wall stiffness proposed as a mitigation measure.  

 
3. Provide a plan showing the extent of the proposed cut-off barrier.    

 
4. Section 7.4 of the report indicates that with a cut-off barrier in place groundwater drawdown of up to 

2 metres is anticipated along the western property boundary, but 0.5 m drawdown has been used 
for settlement calculations. The reviewer does not agree with Coffey’s comment that the calculated 
drawdown is due to the 2-dimensional analysis carried out. Provide graphs showing anticipated 
drawdown profiles with and without the cut-off barriers in order to verify the extent of drawdown 
under existing structures and the effect of barriers. 

 
5. Provide an estimate of long- term seepage rates to the drained basement, that will need to be 

discharged. 
 

6. Section 11 of the report describes monitoring requirements before and during construction for 
settlement and groundwater levels. Provide an indicative plan of proposed monitoring locations and 
appropriate triggers based on the assessed effects.  

 
Once items 2 to 5 have informed the verification of settlement predictions in item 1, assessment of the 
likely response in neighbouring buildings can be undertaken.
