In answer to your questions:
 


Watercare can guarantee ongoing public access through the Watercare land and Council land. For the Watercare land, we will of course need to temporarily fence of the
construction area on our property. No construction will occur on Council property.


 
No, we do not plan to change the assets on the Council land, nor would we fence those assets off.


 
In terms of the accessway off Dublin/Seddon St, we could look to add this to the rationalisation of some of our landholdings, if Council was willing. It would make sense as
this is a long term proposition by Watercare, hence the designation request. My only request is I would prefer to not do this under Section 15AA of the Reserves Act if at all
possible due to the protracted dealings with a certain part of Council (not to be named).

Hi Allan,
 
As mentioned to you in the past, Watercare is progressing with the emergency bore/water treatment plant. This should be up and running in a few more weeks.
 
The site was used as a water treatment plant for the past 100 years and although it was decommissioned in 2013, all buildings, boreholes and facilities have remained on the site.
No changes are currently proposed to the existing buildings, boreholes and structures. Any future upgrades to the site will require an Outline Plan to be submitted to Council.
Facilities will remain screened from the public by the dense, mature vegetation on site, and residential permitted standards for noise and lighting will not be expected to be
exceeded as a result of the plant’s operation. As such, it is considered that there will be no adverse effects on the surrounding environment.
 
Watercare will also be seeking to designate the Hickeys Water Treatment Plant and associated assets (the access strips and boreholes) for water treatment purposes. The
designation will allow for certainty and clarity around the continued use of the site and is considered the most appropriate method for authorising water treatment services at the
site.
 
As the access to the main treatment plant site crosses over Council land and the location of borehole number 2 (off Crisp Avenue) is located on the Council land, I will need to ask
for Council approval as property owner, for the designation over the same.
 
Would you anticipate any issues with this application Allan, and what process would I need to go through to enable this to be considered by your team?
