Introduction 

This submission is made on behalf of the Dominion Road Business Association 
(DRBA), representing over 300 businesses in the Dominion Road area. Our diverse 
membership includes retail, commercial, professional services, and hospitality 
establishments. 

Auckland's 52 Business Improvement Districts (BIDs), including the DRBA, play a 
crucial role. We strive to enhance the business environment, foster innovation and 
prosperity, and attract new businesses, customers, and visitors, contributing 
significantly to Auckland's economic well-being. 

Dominion Road: A History of Unfulfilled Potential 

Dominion Road's development has been hampered by years of planning uncertainty. 
Here's a timeline highlighting the missed opportunities: 

• 2004: Designation for a 24-hour public transport route (including potential light 
rail) with the possibility of acquiring store frontage for a wider corridor. This 
plan was shelved. 

• June 2010: A proposal for upgrades, including high-quality bus routes, cycle 
lanes, and removal of on-street parking, sparked controversy among shop 
owners and was ultimately abandoned. 

• Around 2011: Plans for Dominion Road improvements were put on hold due 
to Rugby World Cup preparations. 

• July 2011: Auckland Transport proposed a scaled-down plan with peak-hour 
bus lanes and retained on-street parking. 

• October 2012: A further scaled-down version with minimal upgrades was 
approved. The DRBA participated in discussions and secured mitigation 
measures like additional parking and streetscape improvements. 

• Late 2014: Just before a contractor was chosen, the entire project was 
cancelled due to the re-emergence of light rail plans. 

• 2017-2023: Light Rail planning dominated, with millions spent without any 
tangible improvements for Dominion Road.  

• 2023: The National led collation government shelved the project in its first 100 
days. 

A Call for Action: A Master Plan for Dominion Road 
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Decades of unfulfilled plans and constant change have discouraged investment in 
Dominion Road. We urge Auckland Council and Auckland Transport to collaborate 
and develop a definitive master plan that considers: 

• Footpath upgrades: Especially around Balmoral shops, which were flooded 
during last year's heavy rain. Improved stormwater management is essential. 

• Lighting improvements: Consistent lighting and light pole styles throughout 
the entire street. 

• Off-street parking development: Explore options like the previously 
proposed car park on Ewington Ave. Include EV charger installations. 

• Electronic parking signage: Real-time information on available parking in 
side streets and off-street facilities. 

• Adaptive construction timelines: Future mass transit projects should 
minimize disruption to businesses during construction. 

• Business compensation package: Consideration for potential business 
losses during construction of any future mass transit developments. 

• Upgraded street furniture: Improved benches, bus shelters, etc. 

• Traffic flow improvements: Restrict southbound right turns from Dominion 
Road onto Wiremu Street. 

• Security measures: Implement a network of Automatic Number Plate 
Recognition (ANPR) cameras to combat crime. 

• Pedestrian safety: Install dynamic pedestrian crossings (barn dances) at key 
intersections. 

Other Matters of Concern 

• Long-Term Differential Strategy (LTDS): We strongly oppose the 
discontinuation of the LTDS, which has benefited businesses by gradually 
lowering their share of general rates. The arguments presented for this 
change are not convincing, especially for small businesses, the backbone of 
Auckland's economy. We urge you to maintain the LTDS. 

• Draft Waste Management and Minimisation Plan 2024: We support the 
plan's focus on waste reduction and resource recovery. We agree with the 
proposed approach of a fortnightly rubbish collection for households with an 
option for larger bins, but urge you to ensure this system caters to the needs 
of businesses as well. 

• Transport Plan: We agree that a key priority for transport should be to make 

the most of council’s existing assets and planned spend, including the council’s 

significant investment in the City Rail Link (CRL) and other large rapid transit 

network projects. But we ask that all transport projects are planned and 

implemented in close collaboration with BIDS. A key concern we have is the 

disruption caused to business from transport developments, including often 

excessive temporary traffic management. We ask for this to be addressed. 
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• CRL Opening: With the CRL opening and the proximity of the Maungawehau 
Station to Dominion Road, this is an ideal opportunity to encourage people 
who work and shop on Dominion Road to consider using the rail network and 
vice versa to highlight Dominion Rd as a destination.  The DRBA is open to 
working with Auckland Transport / Auckland Council; to promote this. 

• Local Board Funding Policy:  We agree with the central proposal, which sets 

out a 50/50 combination approach (that is, reallocating some existing funding 

between local boards and providing some new funding ($20 million opex and 

$30 million capex) over the first three years of the LTP 2024-2034.  

 

We, the DRBA, are committed to working collaboratively with Auckland Council and 
Auckland Transport to revitalize Dominion Road and unlock its full potential.  

We believe that by implementing the recommendations in this submission, we can 
create a thriving commercial hub that benefits businesses, residents, and visitors 
alike.

Often 

after I have hung up the phone the code is incorrect and I disappoint my residents in 

not being able to drive up and I literally don't have another 30 minutes to sit on the 

phone. I cannot understand why it is such a long winded process to get the code when 

there is clearly a CCTV camera at many of the gates and you can see all of my van 

registration number and my Mobility Permit. I would like to request that there is a 

separate phone line for us to call at least where someone COMPETANT answers the 

phone to assist. It is also extremely frustrating to see with my own eyes a tourist van 

from Devonport Tours be able to drive up Takarunga with a van load of foreign tourists 

quite easily when my own Maori residents have to struggle to access this same service 

or lack thereof. Obviously there are rules for some and not for others. I am happy to 

discuss this further with you, however after two complaints already to council over the 

last 3 years nothing has changed.

As a passionate sport advocate and someone employed in Football I would like to 

thank Auckland Council’s current commitment to community sport and recreation, in 

particular football and futsal. This has a very positive impact for the Auckland region, 

benefiting diverse populations through NRF’s 38,000 Auckland members and 54 clubs.  

I acknowledge this commitment comes in a challenging environment where there are 

competing demands on resource exacerbated by a rapidly growing population, climate 
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change, falling revenue and rising costs. Given this environment, investing in our 

communities to remain active through football must be a priority. 

Facility investment and maintenance are where Council can have their largest impact. 

Auckland Council’s Sport and Recreation Facilities Investment Fund is essential for 

non-Council assets, acting as a seed fund for other sector funders. Identified shortfalls 

in facilities already exist, and this gap will only widen without the Sport and Recreation 

Facilities Investment Fund being funded as outlined in the Consultation documents. 

Increased funding for capital projects to meet growing demand and address inflation-

related challenges is essential.  

I endorse retaining the Sport and Recreation Facilities Investment Fund, supporting an 

additional $35m investment, and propose the additional funding be non-contestable 

and used to fund a range of community sport and recreation facilities including, but not 

limited to indoor sports facilities. This will be vital to developing the sports and 

recreation facilities Aucklanders want and need.   

I also fully support maintaining the Regional Sport and Recreation Facilities Operating  

Grant, which plays a crucial role in supporting major facilities. While recognising the 

challenges Auckland Council is facing, I suggest considering an increase to meet 

growing community needs.  

In terms of football specically - across the NRF region we have seen considerable 

growth over the last 5 years. This includes an average of 4% per annum from 2019 to 

2022 (during lockdowns) and 9% from 2022 to 2023.  

The junior membership has specifically grown 41% from 2019 to 2023 and growth in 

girls and women playing the game has been at 24% from 2019 to 2023. After FIFA 

Women’s World Cup 2023, early indications show 2024 season’s growth is similar to 

2023. 

Demand and supply modelling as part of NRFs Regional Football Facilities Plan shows 

there is already a shortfall in allocated space, particularly for accommodating floodlit 

activity. This shortfall will only be exacerbated with the continuing growth. It is also 

providing a series of challenges in terms of the quality and sustainability of pitches.  

2022 and 2023 saw a rapid rise in poor pitch quality restricting play and training across 

many sites. While NRF are working with Council teams to understand how 

adjustments can support better outcomes, without greater investment into this area, 

communities will be limited in their ability to recreate through football. 

I strongly suggest fully reviewing costs and contracts for sports field maintenance. 

Inconsistent quality and accountability need addressing to improve the usability of our 

existing facilities and to preserve these assets for as long as possible. In particular, 
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Full Facility Contracts seem to have resulted in contractors maximising profit rather 

than quality leading to a poor return on investment for Council and community. 

Councils five Maintenance Co-ordinators look after an average of 150 sports fields 

across 50 sports parks. This model is not sustainable, and I am supportive of this team 

receiving more resource and more autonomy to make decisions that provide quality 

outcomes for pitches and sports parks. 

Both the bookings and maintenance teams require investment into internal and public 

facing systems that help them function more effectively, reducing administrative burden 

and providing a better experience for clubs, community and field users. I fully support 

investment for these teams to see public facing renovation and maintenance 

information across parks as well as live bookings information and data. 

I support the improvement in quality of the current sport park network to increase 

available use time as well as an increase investment into floodlit spaces and artificial 

turfs. Given footballs current growth trajectory and competition for Councils limited 

resource I also support a review to reallocate unused or underutilised sports fields to 

support the growth in football and to support our community in being active. 

Outside of sport, I am also a homeowner who has been red-stickered since January 

2023. The process to get to where we are has been very challenging and a lack of 

clarity from Council staff has been challenging. Noone will talk to us about our 

categorisation process, to the point it feels like information and process is being 

purposely obfuscated to keep us in the dark. It is to the point where we are considering 

writing to all councillors and seeking information through the Official Information Act - 

given Councils limited resource, this seems like an administration burden that isn't 

useful and we would be better served having someone pick up the phone and call us 

about our scenario. If the situation remains the same. We will have no option though. I 

strongly support addition resource being placed towards recovery teams in a short 

term nature to support clear communication with home owners and council teams. The 

Navigators are not able to provide us the information that is required. 

Finally Council staff don't often get the praise they are due. While the process of 

having our home stickered and a complete lack of information has been challenging for 

us, Council staff have been empathetic and hard working. Through my interactions 

with Council staff through work, they are knowledgable and diligent. A large thank you 

to all of the Council staff who make the day to day living in our city a real pleasure.

Another positive is the work programmes which look to improve 

public transport services, such as network optimisation, expansion of the electric train 

fleet and completion of the City Rail Link. Unfortunately, alongside these positives,

We 

need to get people out of private cars, into buses, trains and ferries and onto 

cycleways. Failing to understand and action this will result in a continuation of over 

investment in roading projects and underinvestment in the public and active transport 

networks. The evidence is there and the evidence is clear.  

Regarding the Mayoral proposal, I am encouraged to see initiatives to make public 

transport more accessible, such as the $50 weekly cap and introduction of diverse 

payment options.
