e Location: The row of shops at 1971-1987 Great North Road and part of Avondale Centre Reserve.

e Funding: $21 million has been approved for the facility. Additional funding has been allocated to upgrade
the town square.

e Services: The new facility will include both library and community centre services. We've heard a lot from
the community over the years which we would like to build on, including the importance of opportunities for
community connection, to be creative and to learn and grow.

Next steps: We are engaging with the community between now and the end of April. Once we have an architect on
board, there will be opportunities to work with them on the design brief in the middle of the year.
