e The capping beam is complete, fully encased in concrete along the entire
sheet pile trench;

e All timber retaining poles on both sides of the new accessway from the
existing carpark down into the new carpark area have been put into place;

e Excavator machinery is now on site ready to start forming the access track
down to the lower landslide;

e Installation of the retaining wall for the access ramp is underway; and

e Installation of column drains to help remove water from the slope has
begun.

of land slip create improved construction access. This will involve excavators and other

work machinery moving and compacting soil to form a temporary roadway and stable
platform at the bottom of the landslide which will be used as the starting point for
the Phase 2 works.
Phase 2 design is almost complete and consents for that part of the work will be
sought shortly. Phase 2 is planned to be underway in spring and will involve
rebuilding the slope with natural materials from the bottom up and construction of
the new carpark which will be secured by a buried row of piles at the base of the
slope. The access road at the top of the slope will also be reinstated. We will be
circulating our plans as soon as they have been reviewed to give you an
opportunity to provide feedback and new ideas.
